At its meeting on June 10, 2010, the Board 
approved the following Benjamin Moore 
colors as options for Recessed Planes: 
Garrison Red, Philipsburg Blue, Stonington 
Gray, Hodley Red (for homes with painted 
brick façades only), and New London 
Burgundy (for homes with painted brick 
façades only).  In July, the Board will 
approve up to three shades of green to be 
added to the recessed plane options.  
Please note that this will allow you the 
option of having the same color on both 
your shutters and recessed planes.

PLHA TOWING POLICY 
 

In March 2007, the Association adopted a 
towing policy that brings in a towing 
company to do random patrols of the streets 
that Pinewood Lake owns.

State streets include Lakepark Drive, 
Lawrence Street, and Central Park Drive.  
All other streets in the community (including 
service drives on our state streets) are 
owned by Pinewood Lake. The asphalt of 
the Saint Annes Court parking spaces is 
owned by Pinewood Lake, so in that way 
the Saint Annes Court assigned parking 
spaces have traditionally fallen under our 
street parking rules rather than our driveway 
rules and are subject to random towing. 
 

While Pinewood Lake can assign a towing 
company to do random patrols of our 
privately-owned streets, only the Fairfax  

 
County police can ticket and tow from the 
state streets. If you have specific complaints 
about vehicles on PLHA streets or a state 
street that the police do not seem to be 
addressing, please contact our office at 703-
360-6212 or plha@verizon.net.

If you have 
received or purchased a plat of your land, 
it is recommended that you provide this 
information to the committee in presenting 
an issue that entails the boundary with 
community property. 

3. Volunteer for this committee or another 
committeeðthe main pre-requisite is 
residence in the community and an 
interest in the community.  PLHA 

committees cannot do their job effectively 
without your assistance.
