• Any brush should be cut into 4' lengths, 
less than 6" in diameter, and bundled with 
string. 

• Magazines and newspapers should be 
bundled and placed out for recycling. 

• Special Pickups consist of furniture, 
appliances, and mattresses. 

• Items that will NOT be collected include: 
tree stumps, tires, roots, dirt, sod, bricks, 
blocks, concrete, boards, paint, automobile 
batteries, solvents, iron, petroleum 
products, insecticides, infectious waste, 
etc."
