Supervisor Jeffrey C. McKay presented to the Board of Supervisors Plan 9A4, developed by the Citizen 
Advisory Committee. The plan was adopted by a 9-0-1 vote with Supervisor Hudgins abstaining. 
 
Lee District, with a very small population increase of just under 1,000, added a small segment of the 
Woodlawn precinct in Mount Vernon along Frye Road, resolving a precinct split that had formerly 
divided the Pinewood Lake community between Lee and Mount Vernon Districts.  
 
Woodlawn Precinct is divided along Frye Road.  Frye Road would then become the eastern boundary 
of Woodlawn Precinct.  The area east of Frye Road becomes a new precinct called “Pinewood” and is 
included in the Lee District.  The polling place for Pinewood Precinct would be Mount Vernon Woods 
Elementary School.

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IMPORTANT TRASH REMINDERS 
 

Below are tidbits for keeping unwanted 
visitors away and our streets clear: 
Recyclables - 
 Utilize the blue recycling bin provided 

by our trash contractor, Nightingale 
Trucking Company.   

 Store items in a bag and tie it tightly. 
 Place the heavier recyclables (e.g. 

glass) on top of lighter items (e.g. 
paper) so they won’t blow away. 

Trash - 
 When purchasing a trash can, please 

look for a can with a tight-fitting lid 
that stays locked in place.  This helps 
to reduce the chance of wildlife 
getting into your trash.  

 Try to opt for dark trash bags if you 
do not own a trash can as they are 
less likely to attract crows. 

 If there is any trash or debris left 
behind from your broken trash bags, 
please clean it up.

 Thursday mornings: Trash Only

You will need to come during normal office 
hours (Monday through Friday 12-3 PM or 
Saturdays 9 AM-12 PM) after May 28 if you 
are unable to make one of these times.

 Think Spring.  The pool will open, as 
usual, Memorial Day weekend.  This year 
that means 11 AM, May 28th.  And the pool 
will be open until 8 PM, Labor Day, 
September 4th. 
 Remember that the pool is open 11 AM to 
8 PM on weekends and holidays but only 3 
PM to 8 PM on weekdays will Fairfax County 
schools are still in session. 
 Although the pool rules have not 
appreciably changed, here are a couple of 
reminders: 

 Admission only with a pool pass or a 
multi-use guest pass. 

 Booklet of 10 guest passes costs 
$25. 

 No one-use guest passes purchased 
at the gate. 

 Guests are your friends and family 
members who do not reside in 
Pinewood Lake. 

 You may include only permanent 
residents on your pool pass. 

 Adults must be within arm’s reach of 
non-swimmers. 

 Only adults may supervise children 
in wading pool. 

 Family members of residents behind 
in their Association assessments will 
be denied entrance to the pool. 

 
GETTING YOUR POOL PASS 

 Key points 
  If you have no changes to last 

year’s pool pass, all you have to do 
is print your name and your address 
on the application, print “No Change” 
at the top of the form, and sign it.  
You will go to the head of the line. 

 If you have changes, you must bring 
written documentation to prove that 
your additions are truly permanent 
residents.  You must purchase guest 
passes for people who do not live 
there year round. 

 If you received the laminated card pool 
pass in one of the three previous seasons, 

follow the steps below: 
  1.  Complete the Pool Pass application 
(enclosed in the April Needle and also 
available at www.pinewood-lake.com). 
  2.  Bring your cards with you to the 
Association office on one of the scheduled 
pool pass days (the earlier the better). 
  3.  Association volunteers will affix a 
2011 sticker to your cards.  They will also 
take new pictures for children who have 
appreciably changed since last year or who 
fall into a new age category. 
  4.  If you want to add people to your 
pool pass, you must bring written 
documentation to prove that your additions 
are truly permanent residents.   
  5. If anyone on your pass application 
has lost his/her card, volunteers will issue a 
new card but you must pay $5 per card for 
reissue.   
  6.  Enjoy the pool starting on May 28, 
2011, at 11AM. 
 If you are new to the community since last 
pool season or did not apply for a pool pass 
last year, follow the steps below: 
  1.  Complete the Pool Pass application 
(enclosed in the April Needle and also 
available at www.pinewood-lake.com). 
  2.  Come to the Association office on 
one of the scheduled pool pass days (the 
earlier the better). 
  3.  Association volunteers will prepare 
cards for your family and affix a sticker valid 
for the year 2011. 
  4.  If any member of the family loses 
his/her card after it is issued, the charge will 
be $5 per card for reissue. 
  5.  Enjoy the pool starting on May 28, 
2011, at 11AM.
