v It reviewed the charters of the Nomina-
tions and Architectural Control Commit-
tees and approved continuing the charters
without change.

v It approved nineteen new members for
the Architectural Control Committee.

v It heard a draft report on paint stan-
dards for homeowner fences, but deferred
action until October so the Architectural
Control Committee can complete it.

v It deferred discussion of the enforce-
ment of Architectural Control standards
until October.

v It awarded a contract to Mr. Nunez in
the amount of $1,800 for concrete work to
replace buckled sections of the culvert
between Saint Annes Court and Central
Park Drive.

The Board entered Executive Session at
9:40 PM to discuss the presentations from
the bidders on the new trash contract and
other contractual matters and the personal
liability of members to the Association.

At 10:35 P.M. the Board returned from
Executive Session, and approved AAA
Recycling and Trash Removal Services as
the new trash contractor as of September
1, 2004, at the rate of $10.75 per unit per
month for a three year period. The August
Due Process Hearing cases were post-
poned until September because there
would not have been a quorum. The Board
then adjourned at 10:40 PM.

Community Market Watch

As of this writing there are NO Pinewood
Lake homes on the market — the few that
were are under contract. In fact, a review
of the area’s townhomes over 15 years old
shows a very similar situation. The inven-
tory is tight as we approach the Fall selling
season. If history repeats itself, we could
see, even in a slower market, some growth
in our home selling prices before years end.
With mortgage rates remaining historically
low, area employment strong, and con-
tinued growth of higher priced new local
construction, the year end goal of
$350,000 for a Pinewood Lake home
remains a cautiously optimistic
achievement.

Highway Happenings

In the past two years, housing construc-
tion on the highway has been phenomenal.
Considering what has been completed,
what is ongoing and what is in various
stages of serious money funded review,
there are almost 3,000 housing units in
play. This number does not include the
pending developments at “Kings Crossing”
or “Main Street” among others. This
housing surge has raised the area income
base, purchasing power, and business
development while also impacting traffic
and schools. It is a complicated picture of
success.

Just think of the aggregate benefits we
could all achieve if there was a better way
to balance housing and job growth with
transportation and school capacities PRIOR
to project approval and start-up construc-
tion - that process might actually be called
“intelligent growth.” We will keep you
posted!

Garden Club Update September 2004

“Start of the Fall Season”

September heralds the start of the fall
season. The tall weeds of summer will
soon be a memory, however, they still need
to be pulled from the garden - they are full
of seeds, ready for next year.

SUPERVISOR DANA KAUFFMAN
THE ComING WAVE

We're getting older-and lots of us are
heading toward senior citizen status much
faster than you'd think arthritic knees
could travel.

People over 55 years of age now count
for 18.6% of Fairfax County's population.
Just a few years from now in 2010, that
number is expected to increase by 40%.
That's a lot of baby boomers with high
expectations of their County government
and tax dollars.

My colleagues and | on the County
Board will be looking at these statistics as
we make budget decisions over the next
decade. At the local level, we'll be playing
out the larger drama taking place in
Congress where huge budget commitments
have already been set in motion. Surely
it's no coincidence that the new drug
benefit is being enacted just as the first
baby boomers near retirement age. Unlike
the Federal budget, however, Fairfax
County is legally obligated to balance its
budget. There's no deficit financing option
at the local level.

THE BALANCING ACT

Today, almost two thirds of our County
budget is focused on services for those
under the age of 19. At 27.5% of our
population today, the youth population is
also projected to grow by close to double
digits during this decade, making it that
much harder to allocate scarce resources
to the young ... and the not-so-young.

When it comes to the County services
side of the budget equation, seniors have
good reason to complain. In the County's
FY2004 budget, services to seniors repre-
sent only 1.7% of General Fund dis-
bursements. While we offer a wide array of
services, there are long waiting lists and
our Adult Day Care programs are nearing
capacity.

Given the coming senior population
spike, we must re-evaluate County budget
priorities, joining creativity with the
political will to make some tough decisions.
Services that are now free should be means
tested with charges based on ability to pay.
Many programs now offered by different
agencies will have to be merged if we are to
keep pace with demographic change while
holding our County budget in line.

WHAT'S AVAILABLE FOR SENIORS TODAY?
Fairfax County's Area Agency on Aging
serves all older adults (60 years of age and
up) and their caregivers. If you are looking
for a specific program, have questions for
yourself or a family member, or need
assistance, the Area Agency on Aging may

be able to help you. The Agency publishes
helpful materials including a caregiver
packet and pamphlets with frequently
called numbers and information on how to
find your way through the home care maze.
You can visit the Agency's web site at
www.fairfaxcounty.gov/service/aaa
/homepage.html. You can also send
your questions by e-mail to
Fairfax aaa@fairfaxcounty.gov, or call
the Agency at 703-324-5411.

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ACC - A Clarification

There seems to be a misunderstanding
among many of our community members
about the mission of the Architectural
Control Committee (ACC).

I would like to begin with a clarification
about what is not our mission or purpose.

The ACC is not a home inspection
service. We do not attempt to examine your
property and recommend the required
maintenance needed in order to keep your
property in the best condition possible.

All inspections are conducted from the
public or community access in front of and
behind your homes; members of the ACC
are not allowed to trespass on any
homeowner's private property.

The ACC is not in the business of hiring
architects and/or contractors to work on
the privately owned properties within the
community. The Association’s insurance
policies are not structured to take on such
a liability.

The ACC is not a maintenance referral
service. When your property requires main-
tenance and you determine that you would
like a professional to do the work, the
Pinewood Lake Homeowners Association
office (not the ACC) has a list of contractors
whose names have been given to them by
other homeowners.

The ACC is not the sole source of
information presented to the Board regard-
ing homes that are not meeting the stan-
dards of our community. Reporting viola-
tions should not be regarded as punitive.
We are simply attempting to maintain
certain standards that have been put into
place in an effort to uphold our common
interest in the value and beauty of our
community. Itis the responsibility of each
homeowner to maintain their homes in
accordance with the covenant that they
signed when they acquired their property
in Pinewood Lake.

The ACC is not responsible for deter-
mining when or how homeowners should
be sanctioned for not maintaining their
homes in accordance with the homeowners
covenant; this is the responsibility of the
Board.

The ACC does not expect instantaneous
compliance when violations are pointed out
on the semiannual inspections. The Board
and the ACC realize we are all busy people
doing our best to maintain our homes to
the best of our abilities and limited
budgets.

The ACC is not infallible. The members
of the ACC executing the semi-annual
inspections can and do make occasional
mistakes. If you feel something on your
semi-annual inspection report is inaccu-
rate, please call and let us know. We can
re-inspect and correct the report on file.

Finally, the ACC is not responsible for
the behavior of any of the homeowners.
Violations should be reported to the
Community Manager, so the Board can
schedule a due process hearing, if that is
appropriate.

Okay, so what is the purpose of the ACC
you ask . . ..

The ACC is a group of volunteers from
within the Pinewood Lake community and
one paid, part-time employee of the
Association who is primarily responsible
for maintaining all of the paperwork
associated with the semi-annual inspec-
tions and disclosure packets required
whenever a homeowner sells their property.

The ACC’s primary purpose, according
to its Board-approved charter, is to provide
for the architectural control of the
residence lots within the Pinewood Lake
Homeowners Association and to ensure
that all exterior projects on such lots
conform as to design, colors, material, and

Loving Your Neighbor: In Memory of
Pinewood Lake Resident Mr. Joseph Zaice

Last month, Mr. Joseph Zaice, a long-time
resident of Cedarlake Court died. | heard it
was a peaceful death, as he died in his sleep.
I didn't know Mr. Zaice but our paths crossed
occasionally when | walk my dog. He seemed
to be a kind, funny elderly fellow, and I
immediately liked him. Mr. Zaice was fond of
birds, and his front yard chirped with their
melodies every day around the bird feeders he
would set up for them. They will miss him.

Mr. Zaice was found by his neighbors the
morning after the evening he passed away.
Evidently, Mr. Zaice was well liked by his
neighbors, and they looked after him without
being intrusive. Mr. Zaice and a neighbor,
who we will call Ms. H, devised a daily routine
so that she would know if he was okay, which
is how she knew that morning that something

was wrong. On finding Mr. Zaice slumped over
in a chair, she called upon another neighbor to
help her determine his condition, and they
discovered what | have already stated. While
they were phoning the authorities a neighbor
who lived on Lakepark and Buckman, who
also routinely visited Mr. Zaice, stopped in to
see him before her routine morning walk with
her dogs, whereupon she learned of his death.
Needless to say it was a very sad discovery for
all of them.

Mr. Zaice lived alone, and his family was
spread throughout the United States. His
neighbors became his extended family, and
that was a good thing for him. Many times I've
read newspaper stories where elderly people
who live alone are found days, sometimes
weeks, after they have passed away. I've often
found that a sad report on our society and an
indication of the isolation in which many of us
live. I'm so glad that this wasn't Mr. Zaice's
final story. Because of the goodness and the
genuine care of his neighbors, he did not have
to have an undignified end.

| learned of Mr. Zaice’s death from Mr. K,
one of the neighbors who discovered him. As
he told me the story, | felt respect for these
neighbors, and heart-felt warmth, and that's
when it struck me: We are all that we have.
Our friends and family may live in distant
counties, states or countries. The people we
see on a regular basis are those who live
across the street, to the right and to the left of
us, or perhaps on another street. We pass
each other daily during our routines, say hello,
sometimes strike up conversations, and if
we're lucky, establish friendships. We should
care for each other because we are all that we
have.

Sometimes we ask ourselves how we can
make a difference in the world, and we think of
doing it on a large scale. But making a
difference is all that matters. These people
made a difference to Mr. Zaice and now they
have to me. Their examples inspire me to
make that same kind of difference.

Summer means heat, bugs and lazy
days, but there is work to do!

Painting. It is time to survey the fences
or the rest of the house to see what needs
to be done. Painting involves surface pre-
paration, such as removing mold/mildew
by using bleach. Use bleach, full strength
with a paint roller, roll it on and wash it
off. You might also have to scrape, etc
before you use a good primer and then
paint. By all means, don’t forget to get
your request to the ACC before you get too
far into the process. A color book is
available at the office. Most important —
good work and good materials will make this
tedious work last longer and better.

Yard work. Really, we have to remember
that plants grow in the summer and need
to be kept under control. Fairfax County
has an ordinance against grass growing
higher than 18 inches on personal
property. And shrubs, they need trimming
and kept within limits, especially between
neighbors. Let's be good neighbors and
keep our green things within their
boundaries. Oh yes, if you have not done
a summer trim on your trees - there is still
time before fall arrives. It is too late after
the first of September.

And back yards . . . What a sore subject
that is!!l! Again, folks, a trashy overgrown
back yard is an open invitation to var-
mints. Mice and rats attract snakes look-
ing for food. And plain old trash is very
unattractive. It is also time to repair rear
fences, rework patios and repaint the back
of our houses and fences.

quality of workmanship to the architectural
standards adopted by the Board of
Directors and the general Federal style by
which Pinewood Lake was constructed.
The ACC implements this by inspecting
each of the homes within our community
twice each year in order to determine
compliance with the existing, published
architectural standards. Copies of the
inspection reports are kept by PLHA, and
copies are provided to the homeowners.

The standards are aesthetic in nature.
In other words, they deal with the appear-
ance of the homes, not the actual con-
dition.

The ACC is also responsible for
reviewing and approving the ACC Request
Forms. An ACC Request Form is required
any time a homeowner is planning to make
a change to the exterior architectural
character of their house. These changes
include painting, re-roofing, window
replacement, shed replacement, and fence
replacement to name a few. Basically, any
work that you are planning that may affect
the appearance of your home should be
submitted for approval to the ACC using
the ACC Request Form.

The ACC may recommend changes to
the architectural standards to the Board,
but it is the Board that must approve any
changes to the existing standards.

In summary, the ACC exists to uphold the
standards put into place by the Board and the
PLHA Bylaws in an effort to uphold our
common interest in the value and beauty of our
community.
